Tied with a bow and chosen with care...the outpouring of Christmas
giving at Christ Church exceeded even our own expectations.

The Cathedral Shelter Christmas Basket project garnered gifts of
goods and checks from our parish for 511 men, women and children this
year. The 118 families received 475 boxes filled with at least one
wrapped present for each family member, household goods and food or
grocery store certificates. In addition, 17 women at Grace House, 15 men
at Higgins House, 50 men at St. Leonard’s ministries, 50 men at St.

Andrew’s Court and 20 at the Primo Center for Women and Children received gifts and
toiletries. For this project, parishioners donated mugs which were filled with candy and
tied with ribbons for recipients at St. Leonard’s and St. Andrew’s, along with bags of
toiletries donated throughout the year, all boxed for pickup from the Parish House Library.

This year Elise Covey and Sherry Gormanous arranged to continue the Stocking
Stuffing Party where they prepared stockings for the homeless. Attendees ranged in age
from 4-years-old to grandmothers, and a party atmosphere at Church House contributed to
Christmas cheer.

Nan and Gary Martin coordinated a toys-for-children drive with the Illinois Depart-
ment of Children and Family Services, collecting unwrapped gifts and toys from parishio-
ners on Sundays, December 5 and 12. Some parishioners shopped with a particular child’s
wish list in hand, contributing soccer balls, games such as Chutes & Ladders, and even a
two-wheeler bicycle complete with bike helmut for a lucky recipient.

And on Christmas Day, many needy souls at the Good News Soup Kitchen can expect
a special dinner of ham, fruit, side dishes and pies prepared and served by Christ Church.

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Sarah Cody, 18, has a personal commitment to finding a cure for cystic fibrosis
(CF). Her commitment stems not from her own experience with the disease or from a
sibling’s, but from that of her boyfriend, David Reitz, 18, who was diagnosed with CF
at birth. Sarah and David dated throughout high school. During those years, instead of
standing idly by while David worked to keep himself healthy, Sarah chose to make a
difference for David and the 30,000 other Americans who have CF. And make a
difference she did.

In 2003, Sarah formed a team for the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation’s annual GREAT
STRIDES walk-a-thon to raise money for the CF research and care programs that could
one day save David’s life. Through her letter-writing campaign that year, Sarah raised
$5,000....Nonetheless, Sarah was not satisfied with that amount and was determined to
do better the following year.

So, in 2004, Sarah motivated “Reitz’s Raiders,” the GREAT STRIDES team she
formed with family and friends, and raised nearly 10 times that of the previous year! In
fact, the $50,000 total made Reitz’s Raiders the top fund-raising team in Illinois! Most
of the funds raised were generated through a letter-writing campaign Sarah coordinated
with 12 other members of the team. However, additional donations came from school
faculty and those who saw the flier in the school bulletin. On walk day, Reitz’s Raiders
was represented by more than 150 walkers....

In the fall of 2004, Sarah began school at the College of Charleston in South
Carolina...while David, in his own feat of accomplishment, is playing football for
Claremont-McKenna College in California. It is hard to say what the future of their
relationship might be, given the physical distance that will now be a factor in their
lives. One thing is for certain, however: David will never be able to forget his first love
and the difference Sarah made in his life both now and for his future.
